	Our curriculum inspires pupils to be able to communicate with each other about topics that are relevant to their experiences. We offer a range of ways to learn the subject so that it is interesting and enjoyable. This will aim to deliver lessons that: 
· help the children understand and respond to spoken and written language from a variety of authentic sources 
· help the children speak with increasing confidence, fluency and spontaneity, finding ways of communicating what they want to say, including through discussion and asking questions, and continually improving the accuracy of their pronunciation and intonation
· help the children to write at varying length, for different purposes and audiences, using the variety of grammatical structures that they have learnt 
· Discover and develop an appreciation of a range of writing in French

The National Curriculum provides the basis of our curriculum at Dunalley.
The Language Angels’s ‘KS2 Limited Foreign Language Experience’ is the scheme that we follow. Our chosen language is French.

The Language Angels scheme is broken down into a range of subject areas e.g. Les Animaux, Les Fruits etc. Each unit includes all 5 of the main areas of language - Speaking, Listening, Reading, Writing and Grammar. 

From Year 3 to Year 6, the French curriculum level of learning and progression is increased and subsequently, more challenging. The scheme is broken into 3 Teaching Types – Early Language, Intermediate and Progressive. Year 3 pupils begin their French journey in the Early Language and by the end of Year 6, the children reach the Progressive Teaching Type. 





















	Planning is provided by a long-term overview from Language Angels and the progression within the scheme and through the progression map.
From unit to unit, children build on their prior knowledge: 
· Building a larger bank of spoken vocabulary, 
· The ability to read passages in the French language, 
· Recognising familiar words to get a clear understanding of spoken French,
· Responding to answers in full sentences with the help of word banks,
· How to change from positive to negative forms.


French is recorded in the children’s French exercise books/folders. Some lessons are based around speaking and listening and therefore not all lessons are recorded in a written format by the children.

Each half term, Y3-Y6 are taught a new unit of the French language, where pupils learn new vocabulary and are introduced to scenarios where it would/could be used. Each unit is built up of a sequence of lessons involving the 5 main areas of language – speaking, listening, reading, writing and grammar.

French is taught weekly by class teachers for 30minutes with the support of Language Angels for accurate pronunciation of French vocabulary and the varied structures of French grammar content.

Additional support 
We ensure that all children can access learning by:   
· Small group or 1:1 support particularly at the beginning of a unit to ensure children access the new vocabulary   
· AFL strategies used by the class teacher to assess children’s learning throughout lessons. Teaching/learning is then adapted to suit an individual's needs
· Mixed groupings to encourage all pupils to access the French curriculum
 
SEND or EAL children can be supported by:  
· Children share their work with peers who are good role models
· Visuals and repetition to ensure children are able to access the MFL 

	Books 
· Knowledge, understanding and skills progress through KS2. This will be evident through reviewing their books and oral language.

Pupil voice 
Children will be able to articulate their learning in French by: 
· Talking about what they have learned
· Applying the French language, following the units of work they have covered from Y3
· Responding to simple questions in French
· Reading French words aloud working with accurate pronunciation

Monitoring 
The subject leader monitors the subject through: 
· Ensuring coverage of the units of work 
· Reviewing books  
· French exercise books are passed along as the children move up in school so that they can refer back to the work they have done/vocabulary they have learnt
· Pupil conferencing to ensure that pupils are able to articulate their learning 
· Lesson observations
· Support to teachers in developing subject knowledge  
· Teacher questionnaires



Assessment
· French is assessed using the assessment materials from Language Angels and is recorded on our French assessment sheets. This is completed at the end of units of work.
